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Dear Parishioners, 
  
 At the beginning of Lent, we read from the book of Genesis, which means “origins,” 
“beginnings.” In the form of a story, this book places before us the contrast, even conflict, that we 
experience every day in different ways. In a few words: life is good, people are good, the world is 
good; at the same time, life is hard, people do bad things, the world is broken. We ask why. 
Genesis, in today’s story, answers: people have always tried to replace God’s ways, God’s plans, 
with their own. Hence, the order, the beauty of creation, is disordered.  
  
 The Apostle Paul shows us Adam and Jesus Christ. The “first man” brought sin (and its 
result, death) into the world; the “new man,” the Son of God, brought redemption (and its result, 
everlasting life) because he was always united with God.  
  
 The Gospel shows us that Jesus, though he is in truth the Son of God, also experienced 
temptation. The tempter posed the challenge that “a real son” of God would prove himself by 
miracles. Jesus does not argue—because his divine sonship is unquestionable—but responds 
that there is more to life than food. The Word of God is the “bread of angels,” the true source of 
life for all beings on earth and in heaven. That Word has become flesh, and His flesh is “for us” in 
the form of  bread! 
  
 In his ministry, Jesus, the living Bread, shows us this truth in wonderful ways. He renews and 
restores life by a word or even a gesture; he feeds the hungry; he shares meals with sinners and 
brings them back into community. At the Last Supper he gives us his Body and Blood in the 
likeness of bread and wine; after his Resurrection he is “recognized  in the breaking of the bread.” 
  
 The “Supper of the Lamb,” Christ’s wedding feast with us, His Bride, extends the healing of 
the world, the beginning of a new creation, to the altar table in our own church. Here, today, the 
new creation unfolds around us and in us.
